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  AUDITION PROCESS 
  

Auditions can be very daunting, especially if you are new to theater!! 

Following the directions below will help you navigate the Audition Process. 
 

Your general responsibilities as a parent at this audition are as follows: 
 

 Stay POSITIVE about EVERYONE’s performance – your own child’s & others.   

 Encourage positive and quiet behavior in your children. 

 Go with the flow!!  It will work out and your child will get their “Time to Shine”. 
 

What Do I Do? 
 

1. Attend the Pre-Audition Parent Meeting on Tuesday, August 23 @ 7pm in Room 203. 

2. Schedule Audition Time with Betty Arnold via our KMT website or by email. 

3. Fill out Audition/Registration Form online PRIOR to audition.  

a. Be sure you list specific dates for conflicts…those not listed may risk your child being cut 

from a role…we can usually work around many conflicts for most parts…we just need to 

know up front. 

b. Read, Print and Sign the Academic & Behavior Contract on the website and give it to Betty 

at Auditions.  Be sure both parent/guardian AND actor sign. 

3. On Friday, August 26th, report to Room 203 in the Chapman Building on Shaffer Street. Arrive 30 

minutes but no later than 15 minutes prior to your audition time. 

4. Wear provided nametag with audition number throughout audition. 

5. Provide check for $25 for Audition Fee. This fee is non-refundable.  No fee, no audition. 

6. Provide check for Option A to receive a discount: Payment in Full…OR utilize Option B: (monthly 

payment plan)… see Betty. 

7. Have Show Program headshot taken at our Picture Station.  

8. Provide sheet music or non-vocal CD for audition.   

9. Proceed to Wait Area to be called for your audition. ONE person may enter with you. 

10. After Auditions, you will be given a paper with very important information… MAKE SURE YOU READ 

IT!  This paper explains what happens after auditions. 

11. Go home and RELAX! You are marvelous! 

12. See you Friday, August 27th for Dance Auditions @ 9am. We will be in Room 107 in the 

Chapman/Shaffer building. EVERYBODY needs to be there. 

13. If you are needed for Reading Callbacks on Friday, you will receive a phone call by 11pm on Thursday.
